Beacon Sloop Club General Meeting
Minutes, April 3, 2015

The 4-3-13 General Membership Meeting began with the
song, Hobo’s Lullaby. James Malchow welcomed one new
person to the meeting.

Sarah Elisabeth gave the Treasury Report. The opening
balance was $210, 229 and the closing was $213,434.

Alan Thomas talked about membership. Alan has been
doing system maintenance but the membership chairperson
position is open. This person would work on finding new
members and data entry. As renewals are down, renewals
and recruiting new members are needed. High membership
helps when we approach politicians, foundations and grant
sources.

Spring means festivals are around the corner. Rosemary
Thomas spoke about the Strawberry Festival, which is 2
months away — June 14. She reminded us that if you're a
member, you’re a volunteer. TomLaBarr spoke of the prep
party the day before at his house — strawberry prep, biscuit
prep and barbeque.

Jim Birmingham gave the Woody Report. He said the
committee is up to version 8 of the request for proposal and
expects the final version in a couple days. An evaluation
matrix is being prepared. He has spoken to Gannon &
Benjamin, who won'’t be bidding; Brennen Boat Builders and
Rondout Woodworkers will be bidding; and Mystic Seaport is
considering bidding.

Sail classes will be happening Wednesday, April 15 through
June 3. The class is $50 and includes a book and lines to
practice knot tying.

Joyce Hanson spoke about the upcoming Riversweep on
May 9. She, Natalie Ryder and Chris Ruhe are coordinating
the piece here at the Beacon Sloop Club waterfront from 10 -

Dave Eberle said we typically pick up logs the same day if we
have a pick up truck.

Alan Thomas spoke about the Environmental Series.
There is a big event April 9 at 7PM at the BSC. Riverkeeper
and Citizens for Local Power are giving a presentation on the
oil trains. Come, invite local politicians. The last in the series
is a History of the Aqueduct System and water for NYC on
May 14.

April 25, 7 PM, Clearwater will present the Earth Groves
concert at St John’s Church, Hudson Street, Yonkers. It is an
indigenous music concert from around the world with African
music & dance troupe, South American flute & guitar, and,
Native American music & dancers. Don Raskopf and James
Malchow have tickets and no fee on their tickets.

The Clearwater Festival is June 20 & 21. Volunteers are
still needed. Saul Rozinsky asked if Clearwater needs the
BSC solar trailer and would they give comp tickets for its use.

Gail Moran spoke about the Sloop Congress meeting.
Peter Gross of Clearwater attended and brought up 3
subjects. The Earth Grooves Concert — see notes earlier in
these minutes. The Clearwater Festival — this year the focus
will be on climate change and they will be arranging speakers
in the Sloop Tent. Speaking of the Sloop Tent, Gail is looking
for BSC members to spend time staffing the BSC table in the
Sloop Tent. The Pumpkin Sail — Clearwater is going to have
a mini-Pumpkin sail, as the boat needs to go for lengthy
repairs.
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They would like Sloop Clubs’ support for these events. We
can begin planning once dates are out.

Ken Miller and Roland will coordinate a BSC Open House
on May 3 (Pete’s birthday) from 12-5. The talk is to have a
picture gallery, music & entertainment, volunteer
appreciation, membership recruitment and Stone Soup.

Minutes 3-21-15 Sloop Club Congress
Home Port, Kingston, NY (edited to fit)

Opening Song — “Sailin’ Up, Sailin’ Down”, Packet handed
out that included the Agenda, Minutes of last meeting and a
flyer for the Clearwater Earth Grooves Concert.

Introductions & news of the Sloop Clubs —

Susan Reid Bozso of the Beacon Sloop Club shared the
big news that after a year of, at times, difficult discussion,
sometimes polarizing, we came together March 6 to decide
40-18 in favor of restoring the Sloop Woody Guthrie. We are
moving into a new phase of considering bids and raising
money. We need to think about how to raise ~$200,000 and
creating ways for people to get involved. Alan handed a
donation to Susan to go toward the Woody restoration.
Another challenge is to facilitate a way to continue the
environmental program and some way to continue the sailing
program. Steve Schwartz, also of the BSC, added that
although this was a very polarizing issue, he believes all will
work together as the Woody inspires passion and the BSC is
very healthy coming through this.

Edie Kantrowitz is the new president of NYC Friends of
Clearwater, replacing Donna Stein, who was sad not to be
able to be here. NY Friends website has been updated
www.NYCFriendsofClearwater.org, with more revisions to
come. The Pete & Toshi Seeger Education network is in
beginning stages. The website will be a place to find info,
resources and networking opportunities.

At their Feb monthly meeting, Peter Gross spoke about
connecting Clearwater & Sloop Clubs and Gary Shaw spoke
about Indian Point. At the March meeting, Mychal Johnson
spoke about South Bronx Unite. They are concerned with
environmental & waterfront issues, specifically stopping the
building of the Fresh Direct Warehouse in an area where 1 in
4 kids have asthma and there is no public access to the
waterfront. Peter asked about NY Friends being involved
with this. NY Friends meetings are held 3" Friday (except
June) at Judson Memorial Church, 239 Thompson St. One
block off Washington Square — potluck, music and usually
speakers. NY Friends will be tabling Earth Day sharing with
Clearwater. Cathy Berger of BSC said she used to be
involved with NY Friends.

Gail Moran introduced herself as the BSC Secretary. She
is taking today’s Congress minutes.

Bobby Ewald is a landowner rep on the Fish & Wildlife
Management Board of NY State. They have the Pittman
Robinson Foundation that has a fund of $22 million that gives
grants for access & habitat restoration in NYS. P-R
sometimes will refund money you spend for an accomplished
goal. He will bring our minutes to their Wednesday meeting
and ask if our work fits into what the P-R money is for.
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Dave Conover, spoke about Clearwater Education and the
Environmental Programs. Education: Dave said CW is part
of the No Child Left Behind Coalitions, have sailing
classroom program, STEM — NYC in classroom with the
DEC, working on an initiative on plastic pollution collecting
& researching plastics in NY water, they just hired an
invasive species educator, and are working on climate
change lessons. Environment: Onari Washington is working
on the Green City initiative in Poughkeepsie, Beacon &
Newburgh, shutdown Indian Point efforts are ongoing, as
are efforts to get the PCB cleanup extended to other areas
of the Hudson. There are Green Energy, Hydrofracturing,
and5 kW solar pledge programs.

Peter Gross spoke about 3 specific Clearwater events
and urged cooperation and feedback:

-Earth Grooves Concert April 25 in Yonkers — Music of 3
different cultures and how they relate to the Earth. He
would like the help from the Sloop clubs to get the word out.
-Clearwater Festival — CW will be focusing on Climate
Change education at the Festival, including the Solar
Pledge. There will be speakers between acts, info at
educator tents, and ribbons on trees showing predicted
water table rise. He asked if the Sloop Club Tent could be
a place to have Climate change speakers. He thinks it
could be a win/win for them & us and wants to get speaker
schedule into festival books.

-Pumpkin Sail -CW is committed to reinstating the Pumpkin
sails this fall. Due to a lengthy boat repair this year they
need to get the boat out of the water by Columbus Day.
Therefore they will do a one-week sail this year, starting in
NYC and ending in Rensselaer. This year will be a teaser,
next year full bloom. Annie Osbourne, said maybe CW
would get a different boat when the CW is out of the water.
To make the Pumpkin Sails successful, CW will need
cooperation, support and help of the Sloop Clubs. Stops
and dates are to be published this week. These 3 things will
be a test of Sloop/CW collaboration.

Alan Goldhammer is a Clearwater member and one of 3
non-board members on nomination committee. The
nominating committee seeks out qualified candidates for
the board. Alan explained the various ways to get
nominated: through the nominating committee — very likely
to get elected, petition of 5 board members, petition of 30
Clearwater members — you’d have supporters and are very
likely to get in. Currently, CW is open to Sloop Club
members being on the board. So far, there are board
members from BSC, Riverlovers and Albany sloop clubs.

They are looking for, diversity,
varying community affiliations, professional background

retreats, develop relationship with staff, help as requested,
provide in-kind support)

Whether by rail, ship, barge, or pipeline the 4000%
increase in oil transport has left the Hudson Valley and
surrounding areas, as well as local, State and Federal
agencies unprepared to inspect and monitor the system
and respond to the sort of incidents, which have already
occurred elsewhere in the U.S. and Canada, for which
they will bear the full cost.

It is also imperative that our citizens and
communities understand their rights when dealing with
the private entities behind much of this boom, that they
have no powers of eminent domain or special rights
when dealing with landowners.

A History of the NY Aqueduct System w/

The Old Croton Aqueduct was placed in
service in 1842. In 1883 a commission was
formed to build a second aqueduct from
the Croton watershed as well as additional
storage reservoirs. This aqueduct, known
as the New Croton Aqueduct, was under
construction from 1885 to 1893 and was
placed in service in 1890.

Since 1842, there have been no major
interruptions of service other than brief
annual shutdowns for the purpose of
routine inspections during the period from
1842 to the Civil War.
